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How to Use This Manual

This instructor’s manual and test bank has been prepared for Family & Intimate Partner Violence: Heavy Hands, 6/E. It is specific to this edition and is not applicable to earlier text editions. A sample syllabus is provided with suggested semester outline to accompany the text. A short introduction to each chapter is followed by the Chapter Objectives and four sections: Instructor Notes, Simply Scenario, Questions for Review, Internet-Based Exercises, and a Test Bank. 
Instructor Notes:
This section provides instructors with suggestions for teaching and learning. Specific to each chapter is a list of films, websites, and homework and in-class assignment ideas. Supplemental readings include books, journal articles, or government publications to peak student interest in the topic of study. 
Simply Scenario:

Each chapter contains a real-life scenario along with a question relevant to the chapter subject matter. Here the instructor is provided with answers to those questions for use in class discussions and critical thinking exercises.

Questions for Review:

At the end of each chapter is are short-answer essay questions pertaining to the material within that chapter. Students may be encouraged to answer these questions for homework or during class discussions to demonstrate comprehension of the concepts within the text. In this manual, the instructor is provided with answers to the questions and the page number where the answer is in the textbook. 
Internet-Based Exercises:

This section is a restatement of the internet-based exercises listed at the end of each chapter. They are included here for the instructor convenience and to provide ideas for engaging students with online research. 
Test Bank:

The questions in the test bank are multiple choice, true-false, fill in the blank, matching, essay, and critical thinking. The answers are provided in the test bank after each question. Included after each question is the page number where the answer is contained within the text. Each question is mapped to one of the chapter objectives along with its level of difficulty.

Course Description: Domestic violence between adults is studied from an interdisciplinary perspective. The cycle of violence, dominance, and control are among the issues covered sociologically and psychologically. The legal perspective includes discussion of proactive arrest policies, restraining orders, and anti-stalking legislation that have emerged across the United States. 3 cr.

Prerequisite: PSY 101 or SO 101 or CJ 101 or permission of the instructor. 3 credit course

Other required readings may be assigned by the instructor.

Course Requirements

· Attendance. Students earn up to 5% for active classroom and Kodiak participation. 

· Quizzes. Quizzes given during the semester will account for 30% of the student’s final grade.

· Exams. There will be a final exam. This grade shall count for 25% of the student’s final grade.
· Literature Review Research Papers. Each student shall submit two research papers based on contemporary family violence literature reviews. Papers will be typed and double spaced, 12 pt. font, one-inch margins. Sources five years and newer are acceptable as citations. APA 6th edition formatting is required for all citations. At least three independent sources (professional or journal articles – not including the class text book) and one government web site shall be cited as reference material for each research paper. The two assignments shall count for 40% of the student’s final grade.

Chapter 1 – Global Violence against Women

Chapter One introduces students to family violence with a view of violence against women from selected countries around the world. Instructors may use this chapter to broaden student perspectives on family violence. It may help students to conceptualize family violence as an issue affecting diverse cultures and races. Intimate partner violence is recognized as a current social problem of epidemic proportions affecting millions of women, men, and children around the world.

Instructor Notes for Chapter 1

1.
Show a film on the global problem of violence against women.

Videos are available online at Films for the Humanities & Sciences, Film Media Group. Use their search to find movies that you would like for your class. Dishonorable Killings: Punishing the Innocent and It’s Time: African Women Join Hands Against Domestic Violence are two examples. Go to: Films for the Humanities & Sciences
Tall as the Baobab Tree (2013). This is an excellent film that is available online for viewing at amazon.com. Highlighted by the 2014 - 2015 Women's Human Rights Film Series, it is the true story of Coumba and her plan to save her 11-year-old sister Debo from an arranged marriage in a small Senegalese village.
The Women’s Learning Partnership for Rights, Development and Peace offer a film entitled From Fear to Freedom: Ending Violence Against Women which can be viewed online or ordered at no cost. This worldwide documentary on violence against women runs 35 minutes.
Women Make Movies is a website offering films by and about women. Their series entitled “Violence against women: Ending the silence” contains films that may be ordered for educational use. The collection includes AFTER THE RAPE, about a Pakistani woman who fought a tribal council's order that she be gang-raped as punishment for a crime she didn't commit; SIN BY SILENCE, which examines a women's domestic violence support group - from inside prison walls; Sundance award-winner THE GREATEST SILENCE: RAPE IN THE CONGO; the critically acclaimed SISTERS IN LAW; Academy-Award Nominee GOD SLEEPS IN RWANDA, and more. 

2.
Assign an internet project.

Ask each student to go onto the Internet and locate one site relating to global intimate partner violence. They should report to the class what was found on the site.

3.
Visit Amnesty International Web site.

There are videos clips available for download on international issues – including violence against women. These clips make good springboards for class discussion. Amnesty International on YouTube is a good starting place. 

4.
Homework assignment.

Assign students to find an online news article about domestic violence in a foreign country.

5.
Invite a speaker.

Parental child abduction is a growing problem associated with the increase of persons in the U.S. having dual citizenship. Invite an officer from a state or federal law enforcement agency to talk about the rising issues of dual citizenship and family abductions.

Simply Scenario

Divorce and Domestic Violence

Cynthia was a beautiful and talented woman pursuing her dreams. With success came a whirlwind of fame, a husband, and six children. Several calls were made to seek help for the violence she suffered behind closed doors. Cynthia is not alone; millions of women around the world face the same fate at the hands of a partner. In this case, her life was unbearable and there was no way out. Married at age 20, she was dead by the age of 38. Poverty and economic struggles in a marriage may affect the rates at which couples will part. During the Great Depression, the rate of domestic violence went up in the United States as the divorce rate went down. When women are unable to financially care for their family, history tells us that a marriage—even a bad marriage—is preferred. There is some evidence that divorce proves a safety valve in cases of family violence. In the United States, the passing of no-fault divorce laws during the 1970s resulted in a rise in divorce rates and a decrease in domestic violence and women’s suicide. There is only one country in the world, other than the Vatican, where there is a national no-divorce policy… no possibility of divorce. Annulment is an option, but it is expensive and socially discouraged.
Question: Where is this country? What is the difference between a divorce and an annulment? Can you find any evidence for or against the position that a divorce provides a safety valve for women?

Answer: The country in question is the Philippines. Divorce terminates a marriage legally usually through a court or other legally recognized entity. A divorce is different from an annulment. An annulment invalidates a marriage so the person was never considered married. Since the 1970s, the United States has had no-fault divorces. As a result, there has been a decrease in female suicide and domestic violence because women can leave their abusive partners. 
This may be a good time to talk to your class about the relative status of women in different countries. They should not assume that the legal or social status they enjoy in the United States follows them to other countries. 
Questions for Review

1.
What are the forms of violence included in any definition of violence against women?

ANS pg. 2-3: 

Any definition of violence against women includes, but is not limited to, the following:

Physical, sexual and psychological violence occurring in the family, including battering, sexual abuse of children in the household, dowry-related violence, marital rape, female genital mutilation and other traditional practices harmful to women, non-spousal violence, and violence related to exploitation;

Physical, sexual and psychological violence occurring within the general community including rape, sexual abuse, sexual harassment and intimidation at work and educational institutions and elsewhere, trafficking in women, and forced prostitution;

Physical, sexual, and psychological violence perpetrated or condoned by the State, wherever it occurs.

2.
Define the term “violence against women” adopted by the Istanbul Convention?

ANS pg. 4:

Violence against women is a violation of human rights and a form of discrimination against women and shall mean all acts of gender-based violence that result in, or are likely to result in, physical, sexual, psychological, or economic harm or suffering to women, including threats of such acts, coercion, or arbitrary deprivation of liberty, whether occurring in public or in private life.

3.
Explain three forms of immigration relief established under the Violence Against Women Act.

ANS pg. 5-6:

Protections are available under a “self-petitioning” option for survivors of family violence: for victims of violent crime the “U” visa, and for victims of sexual assault or trafficking the “T” visa.

4.
What is the primary difference in the United States between refugees and asylum seekers?

ANS pg. 5:

The primary difference in the United States between refugees and asylum seekers is the location of the person at the time of application. Refugee status applies to persons who are outside of the United States when considered for entry. Asylum status applies to someone who is already in the United States or at a U.S. port of entry. 

5.
Describe “Clare’s Law” of Scotland.

ANS pg. 22:

Named after Clare Wood, who was strangled and set on fire by her violent former boyfriend with a record of domestic violence, its goal is to help people find out if a partner has a history of violence. Individuals in Scotland have the right to ask the police for a record check of their partner if worried that the partner may have been abusive in the past. The law requires persons to give their identifying information and reason for the request of the disclosure. A decision to provide information is made jointly by the police and relevant partner agencies such as social services and the prison service. If the police give relevant information, it is considered confidential. 

6.
How does a T visa protect victims of human trafficking?

ANS pg. 6

A T visa protects victims from removal and permits them to work in the United States. Applicants have access to the same benefits as refugees, including cash assistance, food stamps, and job training.

7.
What is an honor killing?

ANS pg. 10

Honor killing is the traditional practice in which men kill a female relative who is believed to have brought dishonor upon the family or community for forced or suspected sexual activity outside of marriage. While fathers are commonly responsible for honor killings, they often act in concert with their family members, even female relatives. Honor crimes occur worldwide and are based on a variety of cultural and religious practices, including Christians and Jews; however, most honor crimes are associated with the Islam.

8.
Define the term “femicide” and contrast it with “feticide.”

ANS pg. 12 & 16

The practice of female feticide is the act of aborting a fetus because it is female. Femicide is the killing of women because of their gender. The legal definition of Mexico includes the mutilation or other harm to the body of the murdered woman, a history of harassment by her attacker, and the dumping of her body in a public place.

9.
Explain the process of “purification” found in Mozambique.

ANS pg. 17:

Purification is a ritual that requires a widow to have unprotected sex with a member of her deceased husband's family. Failure to be purified has been cited as the reasons for more than half of widows losing their inheritance after the death of their husbands.

10.
What is the “slapping law” of the Russian Federation?

ANS pg 21

The new law decriminalizes the first reported instance of domestic assault if there is no injury that would warrant a leave of absence from work. Under the new law, an offender may be fined, held for up to 15 days in detention, or receive 120 hours of community service. Lawmakers argue that strong domestic violence laws contradict Russian family values, constituting state interference.
